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ABSTRACT

This study analyzes the reorganization of traditional costume education within the Korean high school curriculum
from the 7th to the 2022 revisions. Using a qualitative document and content analysis, the study examines how the
positioning of traditional costume knowledge has shifted across different subject frameworks, with the findings
revealing a distinct recontextualization: In general subjects such as Technology and Home Economics, for example,
traditional costume education has transitioned from offering practical knowledge to providing meaning-centered
cultural literacy. Conversely, in more specialized fashion-related subjects, it has been restructured into vocational units
based on National Competency Standards (NCS). This bifurcation — categorizing traditional costumes as either
"symbolic cultural resources” or "functional industrial units' —has resulted in a fragmented learning experience where
cultural identity and technical performance are disconnected. To address this structural divide, the study suggests
re-establishing traditional costume education as an integrated domain that bridges cultural meaning and practical skills,

supported by diverse teaching materials and teacher trainming systems.
